The school works with Enabling Enterprise to develop 

their students’ enterprise skills and aspirations through Business Trips to local companies and organi-

sations. Back in school, all classes take part in exciting Challenge Days such as 'Operation: Moon-

base', which put their Using Imagination and Working in a Team skills to the test to set up a brand new 

colony on a distant planet. In class, classes also run Lesson-Time Projects as part of their Enterprise 

Weeks, running cafes, putting on Fashion Shows and designing brand-new board games!  

Crime Scene Investigation 

Yesterday, the students worked in teams as police investigators to solve the case of the Sugar 

Snatcher. Following police procedures such as fingerprint analysis and evaluating evidence at the 

crime scene itself, the aspiring detectives were able to put their Problem Solving skills to the test 

to help them build a convincing case for who they thought was the culprit was.
